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From the Minister  
 

Dear Ones, 

 

For many of us, the 

beginning of the new year is 

a time to make resolutions, 

to recalibrate, to reset our 

intentions and reconsider 
plans. In churches, we donõt 

recalibrate annually, but we 

do periodically revisit and reimagine our mission 

and vision statements. 

 

This January, you will all be invited to participate in 

a process to develop a new mission and vision for 

our church. The statements that will come out of 

this are what will guide us for the next several 

years (until we do this whole thing again). The 

mission and vision that you develop will be what 

guide the board, me, staff, committee leaders, and 

other volunteers as we think of what programs 

and activities are most deserving of our time, 

money, and other resources. 

 

We are doing this now because congregations 

need to revisit and recalibrate their mission and 

vision statements every five to seven years to 

respond to changes in the congregation, the wider 

community, and the wider world. Peopleõs Church 

has been through a lot in the past few yearsñthe 

departure of one minister, an interim time, and the 

arrival of a new settled minister; capital campaigns 

that have called you to new levels of generosity; 

and new programs and activities, including our 

refugee resettlement work and the first Peopleõs 

Church softball team in many years. Things have 

changed in the wider world as well; we know that 

the policies enacted by our next president might 

call us to act on our values in new and different 

ways. It is wise for us to pause and ask ourselves 

the question, òwhat is life calling Peopleõs 

Church to be?ó 

 

We will begin the mission/vision process during 

the service on January 8. The service will include 

a chance to start thinking about the strengths of 

our congregation. The heart of the mission 

process will happen in workshops in the second 

half of January. These workshops will be a 

chance for Peopleõs people to look back at what 

weõve done well as a congregation and cast 

visions for what we might accomplish together 

in the next 5-10 years. You can find the dates 
for these workshops on the next page. Please 

attend. We want as many people to participate 

as possible. High participation will allow us to 

create a mission and vision reflective of our 

whole community. 

 

Beginning in February, a writing team, made up 

of some of the wordsmiths and poets from our 

community will take the strengths and dreams 

named in the workshops and create a mission 

and vision statement. The intention is to have a 

draft to present in March. It will be presented to 

the congregation, feedback will be sought, and 

edits will likely be made. A final draft will be 

presented again and voted on at the annual 

congregational meeting in May.

Following is an interview with a People's person talking about why he came to People's and why he  

continues to participate. 

Chris Measzros grew up 

in the Stockbridge 

United Methodist 

Church here in 

Kalamazoo. He was 

invited to Peopleõs by 

Kathy Rankin and 

Michelle Richards in 

2000 and attended 

looking for a religious 

home for his children.  

  

òI had enjoyed the 

community aspect of the Methodist Church, but 

the path to salvation made utterly no sense to 
me,ó Chris said. òHere at Peopleõs I found a 

religious home for my family and an opportunity 

to make a difference and to contribute my 

talents to a really cool community.ó  

  

He has continued to attend and participate 

actively, working with the youth band, 

performing in the services and being a lay leader, 

which he says are opportunities for self-

expression. 

  

òIn this time of global warming skeptics and a 

Trump presidency, Iõm comforted that the 

liberals are still here,ó Chris said.  

  

He added, òIõm a devout agnostic and I love the 

unsettled questions and delicious ambiguities 

that get dealt with here.ó 

  

At Peopleõs he feels nurtured by a good sermon, 

great music and the privilege to contribute. 

  

 

 

Chris Measzros  

Chris has served on the Music and Stewardship 

Committees, taught K-8 in religious education, 

led numerous specialty classes and assisted at 

elementary sleepovers and at high school 

conferences. He has been a mentor for the 

Coming of Age program and led an elementary 

band called Roasted Peanuts. He currently 

teaches a K/1 class, leads the teen band, 

òRainbow Oblivion,ó and is on the Sunday 

Services Committee. 

  

He would at some point be interested in joining 

the buildings and grounds, social justice, arms 

around or religious education committees. 

  
When asked what he would like to see 

happening here that is not happening now, he 

replied, òI feel our services are too organized, 

controlled and cerebral. Our congregation has 

historically been afraid of a service that taps into 

the emotional and spiritual side of our brain. Iõd 

like to see more services that move us, make us

Chris, 50, has been an elementary arts teacher  

19 years for Bangor Public Schools. He and his wife 

Stephanie have two daughters, Eliza and Isabel.

RACE MATTERS

Non -Violent Communication: Subversive 
Skills of Lovingkindness  

 
Some years ago I was at Spirit 

Rock, north of San Francisco 

on an extended silent retreat.  

I was over-the-top fortunate 

to have Jack Kornfield as one 

of my individual teachers.  

Near the end of the retreat,  

I began to have a buzz of 

anxiety about going back ôout 

thereõ and rejoining that harsh world of oblivious 

humans.  Jack spoke simply, as Buddhist monks are 

wont to do, òJust remember,ó he said, òeven one 

mindful breath changes the world.ó  Huh.   

What was I supposed to do with that? 

 

In the years since, Iõve learned to apply those 

words in so many ways.  Those words have 

redirected my thoughts and efforts from ôhow can  

I change themõ to ôwhat can I do?õ.  And most of 

the responses to that question have turned out to 

be about strengthening my own self-awareness and 

skills.  My mindful breath is what he was sayingñ

not someone elseõs.   

 

Do you know about the practice of metta?  Itõs  

the Buddhist practice of developing and extending 

an attitude of friendliness and lovingkindness.   

To everyone.  As in, no exceptions.  Not just 

learning superficial polite words, but deeply 

connecting with a felt sense of lovingkindness.   

In this practice, one learns to hold the wish of 

safety, health, and happiness for all beings.   

Even the ones I canõt stand to be around or listen 

to.  Can you call to mind someone that has done 

you harm?  Can you imagine extending your deep 

heartfelt wish for their happiness? It may just be 

one of the most important mindful breaths that  

I can take.  And, itõs SO much harder than it 

sounds.  And, Iõve needed all the help I could find 

on the journey.

One place I found support for metta is in the skills 

of Non-Violent Communication (Rosenberg).   

This skillset was specifically designed to take us 

outside of the language and right-wrong attitude 

of the culture of domination and control.  An 

approach of quiet subversion.  It teaches us to see 

the ôotherõñall othersñas human beings who are 

just trying to get their needs met.  Think maybe 

Emmaõs Revolution and òSwimming to the Other 

Sideó.  Think maybe Audre Lorde and òthe 

masterõs tools will never dismantle the masterõs 

house.ó  We need new kinds of tools.   

 

Whether you are interested in enhancing your 

antiracism work, social justice, political activismñ

or your personal relationshipsñthe skills of NVC 

can help us change the system, not just the topic.

The three situations where the church closes 

are when: 

 

¶ there is no electricity and/or water at the 

church 

¶ local or state government declares a 

weather emergency and asks that people 

stay off the road 

¶ church leaders decide that conditions are 

too dangerous 

 

The minister and board president make the 

decision on whether to cancel Sunday services 

or other activities by 8:00 a.m.  When a decision 

is made that a service or event will be canceled, 

WWMT and WOOD are notified.  When the 

church is closed, it will also be announced on 
the church website and church phone message.
